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The Agricultural University of Plovdiv was established
in 1945. Even today it is the only specialized state-funded
university in Bulgaria in the field of agricultural and life
sciences, a university with high national, European and
international prestige. In 2019 it was accredited by the
National Evaluation and Accreditation Agency with a
score of 9.61, placing it second among the universities in

Bulgaria.
AU provides training for the three educational
degrees - Bachelor’s, Master’s, and PhD. Lifelong

learning opportunities enhance the qualification of the
professionals.

The major structural units are the four faculties (Faculty
of Agronomy, Faculty of Horticulture with Viticulture,
Faculty of Plant Protection and Agroecology, Faculty of
Economics) and the Department of Languages and Sports.

The favorable climatic conditions, specific geographic
location and biodiversity richness of Bulgaria are a
prerequisite for the development of agriculture as a
strategic economic sector and they have contributed to
the establishment of our country as a desirable tourist
destination.

continuous enrichment of the century-old traditions. The
key challenges facing agriculture are the diversification of
the crops grown, mitigating the climatic change impact,
control of plant diseases and pests, environmental
protection against pollution and satisfying the growing
demand for typical local food and organic products in
Europe.

The Beginning

Agriculturally-oriented training emerged more than
140 years ago, based on the long experience and good
practices of generations of farmers. Bulgarian gardeners
significantly contributed to the development of vegetable
growing in Austria, Bohemia and Hungary. After the
Liberationin 1878, Bulgaria had its first scientists in the field
of agriculture, who graduated from esteemed European
Universities in France, Germany, Austria.

The Faculty of Agronomy “St. Dimitar Solunski” was
foundedin 1945 and set the foundations of the Agricultural
University.

[ts main mission is to prepare highly qualified specialists
according to the requirements of the agricultural sector
in our country and in a number of countries around the
world. The Faculty offers theoretical and practical training,
annually updating the curricula in line with the trends
of agricultural development worldwide. As a result, our
graduates are successfully employed in all the areas of the
agricultural sector.

The Faculty of Agronomy includes the departments:
Crop Science; Plant Physiology, Biochemistry and Genetics;
Botany and Agrometeorology; Farming and Weed Science;
Agrochemistry and Soil Science; Animal Sciences.

Student training is carried out by a teaching staff with
a high level of qualification. The total number of university
teachers is 68. The teaching process is conducted by 20
professors, 22 associate professors, 23 chief assistant
professors, and 3 assistant professors. Two of them are

The Faculty of Viticulture and Horticulture carries out training
in PhD degree in the professional fields Crop Production and
General Engineering.

During its existence the Faculty has trained over 70 Bulgarian
and foreign doctoral students.

The Experimental Winery is among the few university
wineries in Europe and the world and the only one in Bulgaria
for experimental microvinification. It provides the opportunity to
acquire knowledge and skills in the production of various types
of wines.

The extensive experience and the hard work of generations
of teachers at the Faculty of Viticulture and Horticulture have
created excellent conditions for adequate theoretical and
practical training of BSc, MSc and PhD students, and, combined
with the good living conditions and job opportunities in the
country and abroad, the Faculty is attractive to young people.

EDUCATIONAL INFORMATION CENTRE

The Educational Information Center was established
on the basis of the former Educational and Methodological
Department as a key structural unit of the University, focused
on student support services, organization and control
of the teaching process and maintenance of educational
documentation.

Structurally, the Centre includes the Department of
Bachelor’s and Master’s degree study and the Department of
Doctoral Study.

The major activities of the Center is the organization and
carrying out the candidate student campaign. It prepares the
strategies and schedules for student enrolment, processes
the documents and conducts the entrance examinations,
enrolls the admitted students in the relevant majors and
programmes for the Bachelor’s and Master’s degree study.
The Center organizes, administers and coordinates the
activities related to PhD educational-and-scientific degree
study.

The Centre is maintaining close contacts with the Rector’s
Office, Faculties, Departments, specialized units, as well as
with a number of external institutions in connection with the
organization and synchronization of the educational process.
It prepares the academic calendar, the weekly schedule
for conducting classes by specialties, courses, groups and
forms of study on the basis of the curricula approved by the
Academic Council and accredited by the National Evaluation
and Accreditation Agency.

Among the major responsibilities of the Centre are
the graduation procedures. It coordinates the process of
verification of the diplomas with the Ministry of Education
and Science and maintains the information in the public
register of graduates.

The Center welcomes the newly enrolled students,
supports their integration into the university environment,
guides them during the process of education, and sends them
off as graduates.

The Center ensures the issue of the Diploma Supplement
in English, which facilitates the academic and professional
recognition of qualifications in the European Union.

The Centre admits international students, provides
administrative services and assists their integration into the
academic atmosphere at the Agricultural University.

UNIVERSITY LIBRARY

Thelibrary of the Agricultural University of Plovdiv is one
of the oldest specialized agricultural libraries in Bulgaria,
founded in 1945. Since 1978 the Library uses an Automatic
information system for bibliographical references. In 1986
the automation of the library processes began.

The library is a legal member of the Bulgarian Informa-
tion Consortium (BIC), a collective member of the Bulgarian
Library and Information Association (BLIA) and a member
of the National Academic Library and Information System
Foundation (NALIS), since 2017 the Library is a member of
International Standard Identifier for Libraries (ISIL).

The library includes two book repositories, a load office,
a student reading room, a reading room for periodicals, a
bibliographic office seating 75 readers.

Collections

The library collections are compiled according to the
academic profile of the University and the modern require-
ments of the educational process.

The library fund includes 191 000 volumes of scientific
publications in the field of agricultural sciences (agronomy,
viticulture and horticulture, plant protection, agricultural
economics). The library collection includes: books (mono-
graphs, conference proceedings, textbooks, teaching ma-
terials), reference books, Bachelor’s, Master’s and PhD
theses, periodicals, CDs, personal collections of works of
famous researchers, rare and valuable editions (including
library items from the period 1878-1944, books in rare lan-
guages in the field of agricultural sciences). The collection
is characterized by linguistic diversity, with publications in
Bulgarian, English, French, German, Russian and other lan-

guages.

TRAINING AND EXPERIMENTAL FIELDS

The Agricultural University maintains unique Train-
ing, Experimental and Implementation Fields for practical
training of students, for carrying out field trials by doctoral
students, for research, implementation
and demonstration activities. The fields
are located on 205 ha around the city of
Plovdiv and near the village of Brestnik.

There are three main sectors:

- Field crops and a greenhouse

EXPERIMENTAL WINERY

The experimental wine cellar, located among the
vineyards of the Agricultural University, was built in
1969. It is the only winery in Bulgaria for experimental
microvinification and among the 28 university wine
cellars in the world.

The terroir around the cellar was selected after a
thorough analysis of the areas around Plovdiv in the
far 1960. The soils, climate, proximity to the Rhodope
Mountains and the Thracian Plain, make the region
extremely favourable for the development of viticulture.
More than 400 grape cultivars are grown and maintained
in the vineyards of the Agricultural University of Plovdiv.

That rich genetic fund places Bulgaria among the leading
European countries with such a diverse collection of
cultivars in one place. All the grapevine training systems
and rootstocks used in viticulture can be found here.
There is a wide diversity of cultivars and clonal selection
of famous and promising grape cultivars. Most of the
vineyards have modern supporting construction and a
drip irrigation system.

The collection of wine samples amounts to over
50 grape cultivars. The cellar has one of the largest
collections of wines of different age. Its production
capacity is 20 000 L of wine per year. It is equipped with
modern fermentation vats, without losing its historical
authenticity.

The underground premises of the cellar (13 meters
below the ground level) create extremely favorable
conditions for fermentation and wine storage. In the
aboveground part there is a laboratory, where extensive
analyses of wines are carried out, and a modern tasting
room with 20 seats, which offers a unique view of the
vineyards and the Rhodope Mountains.

Theoretical and practical classes with students are
conducted there, along with research experiments and
wine production. ‘Along the Wine Road’ tours with wine
tasting are offered to experts and visitors.

The cellar has a museum showing its 50-year history.
The boutique wines of the Agricultural University
of Plovdiv, combining the traditions of the past, the
possibilities of the present and the power of modern
science, are awarded medals and prizes at prestigious
competitions and exhibitions in the country and abroad.

The Agroecological Centre at the Agricultural Univer-
sity of Plovdiv was established in 1989 and performs activi-
ties related to the organisation and implementation of re-
search and training programs and projects in the fields of
organic farming, agroecology and environmental protec-
tion.
